KW put forward a request for a bus shelter where children are waiting for the school bus. We need to contact Mr Trundle to get permission to erect a shelter. Then get the necessary planning permission for the erection of the shelter.

AB brought up the subject of the overgrown shrubs along the footpath between Kennedy and Kingsfield Road. MM to contact Lizzie Adams to get the shrubs cut back, if she is unable to do so the council will arrange for the shrubs to be cut back and a reasonable bill will be submitted for payment
