DM reported on a meeting with Hertfordshire Highways and Rural Parish Council Meeting held on the 29.01.10.


There were about 20 in attendance from 12 Rural Parishes. Raj Goutam was in the chair with Cllr. Jane Pitman also present. Refreshments were provided.

Points of discussion were:

1. Winter damage to highways and repair programme, will take time to get all 3/5000 holes filled and repaired.

2. Footpath widths and “A” boards (sandwich boards outside shops) apparently a problem of great concern in Buntingford. Pavement must be minimum of 1.2m wide.

3. Long discussion on new footpath at Dassel’s. DM asked if we could have one? Stony silence!

4. How we can work together in the future.

5. Highways Office’s are moving to Stevenage.

This was the first of (hopefully)6 monthly meetings. It was an interesting meeting that was worth attending to build future contacts.

Some work has been carried out on the fence at Horses Meadow car park  but the creosoting will be carried out when the weather permits.

Proposed Bus Shelter for the school children. We have received a reply from Trundles regarding the Bus Shelter and they are reviewing this. Some discussion took place and it has now transpired that the pickup point has changed. We have to now verify the exact pick up point in order to find the best location for the proposed bus shelter.

PARISH PLAN – VILLAGE APPRAISAL QUESTIONNAIRE.
The final draft of the VAQ has been passed to each Councillor and all are quite happy with its content and presentation. JP felt that if we are happy with this draft that it should now be produced in time to go out with the April Newsletter. JP has prepared a notice which should be published in the March Newsletter to advise that the Questionnaire will be coming. JM felt that the distributors of the Newsletter should be sent a letter with the March distribution advising them that the Questionnaire will be coming as a courtesy. JP agreed. JM will draft the letter and e-mail to JP for his approval and then get DM to sign the letter.  JP also requested that the Questionnaire went out in an envelope because it is meant to be confidential and ultimately would require it to be returned in the envelope. The envelope will be A4 size and will have a label for return.  The numbers are to be verified and JM will do this.  JP also said we should approach Peter and Beverley in the shop in order to have extra copies available of the Youth Appendix, if required. DM felt this would be no problem. Delivery points are to be verified. It is still to be decided who designed the questionnaire. Discussion took place and the suggestion was as follows “Designed by a committee set up by Little Munden Parish Council in co-operation with Great Munden and Sacombe Parish Councils” .  The next stage will be the collection of the said questionnaire. At the meeting to be held at the end of this month we will discuss this further. JP was given the go ahead to get the Questionnaire printed and to arrange for the notice to be sent to Jackie for inclusion in the March Newsletter.
