7.      ANY OTHER BUSINESS

1. Horses Meadow – vandalism and rubbish:  JP said that the problem of youths using Horses Meadow for recreation happens every year during the summer.  The noise is no worse than previous years and as the nights get darker the problem will go away.  However, the litter is a real problem and having to go and clear all the cans, bottles food packets etc is a nuisance.  It was agreed that we should have signs asking people to take their rubbish home with them and we should put a notice in the newsletter to that effect.
2. Village Appraisal Report:  The Chairman thanked JP for all his hard work in producing a superb report.  There was some discussion on when the public meeting should take place and it was agreed to have the meeting on Thursday, 16th September in the Memorial Hall.  The question of asking Herts University to audit the report was discussed.  It was agreed that there were not any obvious contentious items in the report and we would not have it audited.  It could always be audited at a later date if it was felt necessary.  JP proposed to reduce the size of the report from the draft one to make it easier to fit through letter boxes.  LB offered to take the newsletters and reports to the relevant distributors.  It was agreed that the Council should be able to act on all the Action Points proposed in the report.  Each question and Action Point was discussed and all the Action Points were agreed.
3. Dog Fouling – the Baulk:  There was some discussion about the footpath and whether people allow their dogs to foul because they do not realise it is a footpath.  JP to investigate.
DM brought the meeting to a close at 10.20 pm.
